His work has been the subject of monographic exhibitions in France and abroad,
notably at Hangar Bicocca, Milan, 2021, at Schirn Kunsthalle, Frankfort, 2018, at K1,
Shanghai, 2016; MoMA, Museum of Modern Art, New York, 2016; Schinkel Pavilion,
Berlin, 2015; at the Fondation Ricard, Paris, in 2014; at the ICA, Institute of
Contemporary Arts, London, 2014; at the Hammer Museum, Los Angeles, 2013; as well
as at the Palais de Tokyo, Paris (2012 and 2018).

Neil Beloufa also took part in the Biennale of Contemporary Art in Shanghai in 2014,
the 55th International Contemporary Art Exhibition of the Venice Biennale in 2013,
the Biennial of Contemporary Art in Lyon in 2013, and the 58th International
Contemporary Art Exhibition of the Venice Biennale in 2019.
