Née en 1959 a Xianvou, Chine, Shen Yuan vit et travaille a depuis 1990.

Diplomee de [Academie des Beaux-Arts du Zhejiang en Chine, Shen Yuan participe
au mouvement des « avant-gardes » chinoises. Peu de temps apres avoir participe a
lexposition historique de Pékin, elle décide, en 1990, de quitter la Chine et sinstalle a
Paris, ou elle rejoint son mari, lartiste Huang Yong Ping. Shen Yuan exprime ses
sentiments sur lexil et la mélancolie avec pudeur et décence. Elle invite le public a
penser et a réfléchir a certaines situations sans imposer de jugement de valeur. Ses
ceuvres evoquent 'émotionnel, le langage, la mémoire et lomission. Elles créent des
lieux de rencontres poétiques entre les cultures.

Shortly after participating in
Beijing’s historical exhibition, she decided, in 1990, to leave China and installed
hersell in Paris, where she joins her husband, the artist Huang Yong Ping. Shen Yuan
expresses her feelings about exile and melancholy with modesty and decency. She
invites the public to think and reflect about some situations without imposing a
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value judgment. Her works evoke the moving, the language, the memory, and the
omission. They create places for poetical encounters between cultures.

Her work has been shown in numerous solo shows, both in France and abroad,
including the Red Brick Art Museum, Beijing (2022); the Musée Cernuschi, Paris
(2022); the Power Station of Art, Shanghai (2018); the Mingsheng Museum, Beijing
